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Documents from the 1800s showed a
Nlaka’pamux community on the east side of the
tracks before CPR constructon. This was where
people lived prior to the current homes at
Kopchitchin.
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Temperatures were very high, but all excavated materials
were carefully screened and sorted.
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Leigh Grafinger works to collect tree
ring samples from cedar trees in the
South Ainslie. Bark was harvested
from these trees in the mid to late
1800s for baskets, mats, and

traditional clothing.
